Stalin: In June 1904 I married a Georgian girl named Ekaterina Svanidze, a simple, devout peasant girl who was devoted to me. she died of tuberculosis on April 10, 1907, leaving a son, Jacob. My second wife, Nadezhda Alleluyeva committed suicide in 1932 presumably in despair over Stalin's dictatorial rule of the party. The only child from my first marriage, Jacob, fell into German hands during World War II and was killed.

Under Stalin the Soviet Union won the war, emerged as one of the major powers in the world.
